SYSTEMATIZATION OF TOURIST ATTRACTIONS IN THE
FUNCTION OF DEVELOPMENT OF SPECIFIC FORMS IN TOURISM
MARKETING

Introduction

The variety of tourist needs and the many motives for traveling leads to the
development of specific forms of tourism. The research aims to create a more
detailed systematization of natural and anthropogenic tourist attractions, as the basis
of development of specific forms of tourism in Pozega-Slavonia County. Created
systematization will enable the identification of tourist attractions, their specific
evaluation, and synthesis grouping tourist attraction toward their common features
and characteristics of a tourist destination. The results will be used as the basis for the

creation of specific tourism products and tourism planning in the future.

Tourism marketing in Croatia - state and trends

Specific forms of tourism appear as separate forms of tourism or as a
supplement to existing traditional forms of tourist offer in Coastal Croatia. On the
other hand, specific forms of tourism form the basis of the tourist offer in continental
Croatia. According to motives for traveling in Croatia are: sports tourism, nautical,
health, hunting and fishing, congress, rural, religious, gastronomic, eco-tourism, etc.
This issue has been researched by a number of domestic and foreign authors listed in

literature. Although the development of specific forms of tourism in Croatia is
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favored by legal and other possibilities, concrete measures are still lacking
instruments of tourism policy at the level of the Ministry of Tourism of the Republic
of Croatia and other ministries. No specific projects and financial incentives can not
expect rapid development of specific forms of tourism in this area. The main bearers
of such tourism projects can be entrepreneurs. At the destination level, such projects
should be managed and coordinated by the destination management using various
possibilities of public-private partnership. Therefore, programs of specific forms of
tourism should be occupied a special place in the plans for the development of
Croatian tourism, especially at the level of tourist destinations. It is therefore
necessary to explore the attraction the basis of space and make its systematization

when designing tourism products of specific forms of tourism, like using model on

This problem area is an integral part of tourist geography, but in Croatian
literature and practice is still insufficiently researched. In this context, research into

the attractive basis of geographical space forms the basis for planning specific forms

of tourism. (Keller, 2002; Moutinho, 2005; Zehrer, Siller, 2007).
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The notion of specific (selective) forms of tourism has been mentioned since
the 1960s, while in Croatia it appeared in the 1980s. The works of that time explain
the concept and importance of certain forms of tourism in Croatia, such as religious,
cultural, sports and recreation, nautical, hunting, fishing and some other forms. At the
same time, research, studies and projects for the development of certain forms of
tourism are being conducted in Croatia within the Institute of Tourism, faculties of
economics in Zagreb, Rijeka, Split, Dubrovnik, Opatija, Faculty of Physical
Education, etc. The results of these researches are mentioned of which the most

important authors are: (Bilen, 1996; Bartoluci, Cavlek, 2007).

Tourist attractions in the function of development of tourism - Pozega-
Slavonia County Case Study

Systematization of tourist attractions is one of the most important tools needed
for planning tourist products. Since tourist attractions are the fundamental reason for
any tourist trip, they are equally important for the development of specific forms
tourism and rational use and preservation of geographical space. Therefore, the
creation of a systematization of tourist attractions is a prerequisite for their
identification, evaluation, rational use and effective protection. The total number of
types of tourist attractions that will be covered by this research will be based on
numerous systematizations of domestic and foreign authors, based on which it will be
created original valuation model. Each of the basic types of tourist attractions will be
further divided into subtypes, making it unique system of tourist attractions. This
systematization will be the basis for obtaining the views of tourism workers and the
opinions of citizens about the significance of the tourist attractions of the
geographical area of PoZega-Slavonia County.

Research on the literature of domestic and foreign authors has been conducted,
who in their works propose the systematization of tourist attractions. Among the
domestic authors, the systematization of the author KuSen has been researched, which
he states in his works: (Kusen, 2001). It can be stated that other Croatian authors lack

papers in the subject area. Foreign authors in their works to a greater extent suggest
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various types of systematizations in their scientific works (Gunn, 1998; Priskin,
2001).

Empirical research in the field of eco-tourism and rural (wine) tourism should
be highlighted. counties. Namely, some geographical features of the following natural
tourist attractions have been explored. In protected natural values in Sovsko Lake and
Pozeska gora belong to the category of significant landscape in Pozega-Slavonia
County. In the category of monument park architecture includes parks in Lipik,
Trenkovo and Kutjevo. Apart from them, there are also sites of the National
Ecological Network on in the area of PoZega-Slavonia County: Trenkovo-Velicanka
River, Trbusnjak, North Babja gora-Bresnica Pozega, North Babja gora-Rajkusa,
Pozeska gora-Paci¢, Zapadni Psunj-Mala Marinica, PoZeska gora-Vasine Laze, JuZzna
Babja gora-Jabucica, Sjeverna Babja gora-Stojanka, Forests on Dilj gora, Forests on
Krndija, Meadows on the southern slopes of Papuk and Ribnjaci Poljana. (Potrebica,
1995).

The next forms of attractions that have been explored are cultural events that
attract specific groups of guests in a specific branch. cultural tourism (One-Minute
Film Festival, Grasevina Festival, Summer Carnival, Fishijada, etc.) and sports
attractions (hiking and educational trails, bicycle trails, equestrian centers,
paragliding, free climbing trails, motorcross trails, arranged pits for visit).

Numerous interviews were conducted with tourism employees of the county,
cities and municipalities, citizens, and owners of hotels, restaurants and family farms,
and they are significantly interested in the development of specific forms of tourism
and are aware of the diversity of all types of tourist attractions which exist and are not
sufficiently used even by the known public. In conversations with citizens, interest
was established for problems of specific forms of tourism, so it is important to
systematize these data and put them in the function of better planning tourism

products.
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
